BRISTOL IS ONE OF THE UK’S most exciting student cities 
and has even been voted as the best place to live in the 
UK (The Sunday Times, 2017). Bristol is well known as the 
city of Banksy, balloons and Brunel’s suspension bridge. 
But there’s so much more to discover – a thriving arts 
culture, the buzzing harbourside, lush green spaces and 
an edgy music scene. It’s easy to see why so many of 
our students fall in love with the city’s free spirit and 
laid-back attitude. 
An independent city 
As the gateway to the South West of England, Bristol plays host 
to all the shops, attractions and nightlife you’d expect from a 
vibrant, regional capital. Despite this, Bristol retains a strong 
community feel and has even been voted as the UK’s kindest 
city (52 Lives, 2019). The city is easily walkable, from the old-world 
charm of St Nicholas’ markets to the independent high streets 
of Gloucester Road or Clifton Village, and from the ancient 
woodland of Leigh Woods to the thriving artistic and cultural 
hub of Stokes Croft.

A diverse city 
Bristol is a city for all seasons, with an endless supply of 
festivals: the International Balloon Fiesta, St Paul’s Carnival,  
the Harbour Festival, Europe’s largest street art festival, one of 
the UK’s biggest Pride events, a Shakespeare festival and new 
comedy, gourmet food, craft beer, nature, and film festivals,  
to name but a few.

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HOW TO APPLY

APPLICATIONS FOR ALL OUR full-time courses are made 
directly to the School. You will be asked to provide 
details of your qualifications, including any that you 
may still be studying. You’ll also need to write a 
personal statement. Check our course pages at  
oldvic.ac.uk/course-finder for any deadlines that  
you need to bear in mind and for course-specific 
requirements.
Auditions and Interviews 
For BA Acting, auditions are a three-stage process consisting of 
the submission of a self-tape, followed by an online audition 
and finally, recall days at the School. For production and 
creative courses, we initially review your application to explore 
your interest in the course, with a subsequent interview to 
further discuss your experience or portfolio (where relevant). 
We aim to make auditions, recall days and interviews as 
relaxed and as informative as possible – you can ask questions 
to our staff and find out more about what makes the School 
an inspiring place to train. 
Waiting for a decision 
We aim to make a decision on your application as soon as 
possible. Because auditions and interviews are held over 
several months, we may need to put your application on a 
shortlist, in order to guarantee fairness to all applicants. Our 
admissions team will let you know when you can expect to 
hear back from us, and if you do receive an offer, you will be 
informed of the date by which you need to respond.
Confirming your place 
In most cases, we make unconditional offers, which means  
you do not have any further offer conditions to meet in  
order to accept your place. If your offer is subject to meeting 
other requirements (for example, obtaining an English 
language qualification), then you must send evidence to the 
admissions team before your place can be confirmed. You  
can find further information about applying, waiting for a 
decision, and confirming your place on our website.

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MONEY MATTERS: FEES AND FUNDING

DEGREE-LEVEL STUDY IS ONE of the most significant 
investments you’ll make. If you have the talent to 
succeed at the School, then concerns about financing 
your training should not stop you from applying.  
A range of sources of funding are available to you.
Loans from the Government 
Undergraduates – Eligible UK students can apply for a loan 
from the government to cover the full cost of tuition fees, 
regardless of household income. It is paid directly on your 
behalf, meaning you won’t have to worry about paying your 
fees upfront. You can also apply for a loan to cover your 
accommodation and day-to-day living expenses. How much 
you can borrow is normally dependent on your household 
income. You will not start repaying your loans until you have 
graduated and are earning over the threshold for repayment.

Postgraduate – UK students may be eligible to apply for a 
postgraduate Master’s Loan to assist with tuition fees and 
living costs. The loan is paid directly to you and the amount 
available to borrow is dependent on where you live. To check 
your eligibility and find out more, visit: gov.uk/masters-loan. 
Bursaries and Scholarships 
Each year, the School and UWE Bristol administer a range of 
bursaries and scholarships. If you are called to interview or 
audition, staff will explain more about the funding options 
available. Bursaries are available to students from low income 
backgrounds or those who have spent time in care. For further 
information, visit: oldvic.ac.uk/fees-funding*.
Managing your money 
Further details about living expenses and the costs that  
you may incur outside of your tuition fees – for example, 
equipment or specialist clothing – are available on our website. 
Many of our students choose to work during the vacations  
and the School operates a hardship fund if you find yourself  
in severe financial need. The School’s support team can also  
offer you guidance around managing your money.

COURSE 
The ten-week foundation course is aimed at anyone 
over the age of 18 who is interested in beginning a 
career in acting, improving their acting skills, or 
learning from industry professionals. This is a 
non-credit bearing course.

FOUNDATION DEGREE IN ARTS (FdA)  
This is a two-year course at undergraduate level, 
designed to prepare you for a vocational career. 
Sometimes, graduates may take an FdA to retrain.

BACHELOR OF ARTS WITH HONOURS (BA HONS) 
This is a full three-year undergraduate degree.  
This level of study is often required to progress to 
postgraduate training or by certain employers in 
order to enter graduate schemes.

MASTER OF ARTS (MA) 
This is postgraduate taught degree. At BOVTS, these 
are taught over one academic year, usually starting 
in September and finishing in June or July.

MASTER OF FINE ARTS (MFA) 
This is also a postgraduate master’s degree. It often 
includes more substantial independent study and 
provides advanced vocational training.
